SUPPLIES: paper, pencil, coloring utensils, Coat of Arms Template

every coat of arms is as different as the thing it represents. Creat a coat of arms for yourself. 

Think about all of the unique things that make you who you are and then think of symbols that 

represent those characteristics. Include things, people, places, hobbies, and achievements that are 

important to you.
